The Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod has created a number of resources related to the

Reformation. Here is an excerpt from an essay found on their website about what it means to
be a Lutheran.

Being a Lutheran is being a person who believes the truths of God’s Word, the Holy Bible, as
they are correctly explained and taught in the Book of Concord. To do so is to confess the
Gospel of Jesus Christ. Genuine Lutherans, confessional Lutherans, dare to insist that “All
doctrines should conform to the standards [the Lutheran Confessions] set forth above. Whatever
is contrary to them should be rejected and condemned as opposed to the unanimous declaration
of our faith” (FC Ep. RN, 6).

Such a statement may strike some as boastful. But it is not; rather, it is an expression of the
Spirit-led confidence that moves us to speak of our faith before the world.

To be a confessional Lutheran is to be one who honors the Word of God. That word makes it
clear that it is God’s desire for His church to be in agreement about doctrine, and to be of one
mind, living at peace with one another (1 Cor. 1:10; 2 Cor. 13:11). It is for that reason that we
so treasure the precious confession of Christian truth that we have in the Book of Concord. For
Confessional Lutherans, there is no other collection of documents, or statements or books that
so clearly, accurately and comfortingly presents the teachings of God’s Word and reveals the
Biblical Gospel as does our Book of Concord.

Hand-in-hand with our commitment to pure teaching and confession of the faith, is, and always
must be, our equally strong commitment to reaching out boldly with the Gospel and speaking
God’s truth to the world. That is what “confession” of the faith is all about, in the final analysis.
Indeed, “It is written: I believed; therefore I have spoken.” With that same spirit of faith we also
believe and therefore speak” (2 Cor. 4:13). This is what it means to be a Lutheran.

Do you have a list of
questions that you would like
to ask God? | attended a
Bible Class on Sunday
mornings when | was a
young woman and the pastor
leading it was very good at
eliciting discussion and
questions from those in
attendance. Whenever a
question came up that he
couldn’t answer, he would
always say, “Well, that’s one
to put on the list.” In other
words, only God knows the
answer to that question.

In my daily Bible reading, I
came across a discussion of
“first” questions in the Bible,
and it was really quite
interesting. Here’s a little
quiz to see if you know your
Bible questions.

1. Whatis the first
question in the Bible
and who asked it?

Answer: It doesn’t take long
for a question to appear in
the Bible. In Genesis 3, we
read the first question: “ D'i
God really s
not eat from any tree in the
g ar d eWHo &id it?
That wily serpent, tempting
Eve to commit the first sin.
In this account, the serpent is
only referred to as a “crafty
wild animal.” But we know
that serpent as the Devil, and
isn’t it just appropriate that
he asks the first question
known to mankind. Guess
what? He’s still a master of
questioning, sowing seeds of
doubt in people’s minds and
urging them to reject God’s
love and care. That is
exactly what happened to
Adam and Eve after he asked

this first question. Think
about it. They had
EVERYTHING God could
give them. Not only all the
earthly comforts, but the
assurance that God would
care for them and love them.
One question from the devil
and all the earthly pleasures
are gone. God’s love
prevails, but that first
question caused the fall of
mankind, and serves as a
great lesson for us today that
we should be wary of
Satan’s questions that try to
undermine our faith.

2. What is the first questic
asked by God?

Answer: Okay, so God
knows everything and
doesn’t really need to ask
questions, but he does ask a
question early on in the
Bible, and just like the
previous question, it’s a
great lesson to all of us.
God’s question comes not
long after the serpent’s
query. Hecallsout, “ W
ar e yooAdafh and Eve
after they committed the first
sin and tried to hide
themselves from God
because they were so
ashamed. That is a question
not just to Adam and Eve,
but to us as well. “Where
are you?” God asks us. Just
like the parable of the lost
sheep, when we stray, God
goes searching. He doesn’t
want any of us to fall away,
and as He promised Adam
and Eve, he has restored our
relationship with Him
through His Son.

3. What is the first questic
asked by a human
being?

Answer: Not surprisingly,
the first question uttered by a
human in the Bible is all
about personal
responsibility. “Am I my
brother’s keeper?” asks
Cain, when God inquires
about his brother Abel. Isn’t
it just so human to wonder
“what’s it to me?” Sadly, we
are still asking this question
today. “Do I have a
responsibility for others?”
“Why should I worry about
other people’s problems?”
“What’s in it for me?” I
think God included this part
of history in His word to
remind us that the answer to
this question is always YES.
He challenges us to love our
neighbor as ourselves. Yes,
we are most definitely our
brother’s keeper.

4. What is the first
question in Mw
Testament?

Answer: Predictably, it is
about Jesus. And also about
God’s goodness. In
Matthew, we read the
question from the wise men,
“Where is th
been born ki
Jesus was the one to fulfill
all of God’s promises. The
wise men wanted to find him

and worship him. Jesus is
God’s love and goodness
personified, come to earth
as a baby in Bethlehem.
What a beautiful question
reminder at the start of the
New Testament of how we
should consider Jesus in our
own lives today. At
Christmastime, we often
see the phrase, “Wise men
still seek Him.” 1I’d like to
think that includes “wise
women” as well.

A side note: The first
question in the Psalms is
about Jesus, too. In Psalm
2, David asks, “ Why
nations conspire and the
peopl es plHet
goes on to say the kings of
the earth plot against the
“Anointed One.” A
prophesy of Holy Week, no
less.

I was reading a Bible
commentary that included a
story about the British
philosopher C.E.M Joad.
He had been raised a
Christian, but fell away
from God in college and did
not consider himself a
Christian.

Breakfast
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Faces of the Reformation

Before Luther, There
Was...

This month you get a “two for one”
when it comes to faces of the
Reformation. In their own ways, these
two men influenced Luther and his
ideas. Pictured above is Desiderius
Erasmus of Rotterdam, and our second
featured face is Jan Hus.—jm

Illegitimately born, Desiderius
Erasmusof Rotterdam was educated
at various parochial schools in the
Netherlands and forced by poverty
into monasticism. An appointment as
secretary to the archbishop of Cambrai
enabled him to study at the University
of Paris. Thereafter, he taught in
Cambridge, England, among other
places; took a doctorate in Turin; and
worked for a publisher in Basel. To
preserve this freedom, Erasmus —
pressured by the pope to do so —
attacked Luther.

“As changeable as a chameleon”
appears in a book of adages by the
humanist Erasmus. He explained that
the adage was used by the ancients to
describe someone who is inconstant
and changes to suit his audience.

Surprisingly, then, in his introduction
to the New Testament, Erasmus used
the word “chameleon” to describe the
apostle Paul, who was “all things to all
men.” He introduces versatility as a
virtue to be imitated, and imitate it he
did. In his opening volley against

Martin Luther, his Diatribe on Free
Will, Erasmus elevated versatility to a
theological virtue. In rebuttal Luther
wrote, Bondage of the Willwhere he
regarded theological inconstancy as a
damnable vice. Even in his old age,
Luther would consider this work one
of his greatest achievements.

For Erasmus, true Christianity
consisted of an ethical philosophy of
Christ — following Christ by
conforming to His behavior,
exhibiting love and maintaining peace.
As such, Erasmus presents free will as
something unimportant and uncertain.
For Luther, Erasmus’ theological
waffling was nothing less than
sacrilege. Where Scripture has spoken
clearly, the theologian must make
assertions. The theologian must assert,
along with the Holy Spirit, that man’s
will is bound to sin and there is
nothing he can contribute to his
salvation, except that he is saved by
God’s grace alone in the person and
work of Christ Jesus.

Early in the course of the
Reformation, a number of young
humanists such as Martin Bucer were
attracted to the Reformation and saw
in Luther another Erasmus. Both had
even expressed admiration of each
other. Like Erasmus, Luther had
criticized indulgences, monasticism
and other abuses in the church and
advocated for a return to original
sources. For Luther, this meant a
return to the Bible. In fact, Luther
based his German translation of the
New Testament on Erasmus’ critical
version of the Greek New Testament.
But whereas Luther was a man of
vocation, bound to his call to serve as
a doctor of the church and who took
seriously his duty to teach the Word of
God, Erasmus, released from his
monastic vows by a dispensation from
the pope, lived a transient life that
reflected his values of academic
freedom and independence.

Erasmus’ influence during his own
lifetime began to wane as Luther
became more popular. Today he is
most known for his humorous satire,

especially his In Praise of Folly Yet,
he was a hero for many philosophers
during the Enlightenment, and his
version of an ethically oriented,
tolerant and doctrinally ambiguous
Christianity has gained traction.
Erasmus’ legacy continues to present
an alternative that is attractive to our
sinful nature, a legacy that elevates
human freedom and robs Christ of His

glory.

Jan Huswas born in the village of
Husinec in Bohemia around 1373.
Although he was born into a poor
family, Hus spent much of his early
life at the University of Prague, where
he received his Bachelor of Arts
(1393), Bachelor of Theology (1394)
and Master of Arts degrees (1396).
After graduating, he continued to serve
there as a lecturer and finally as rector
of the university in 1402. He was
ordained as a priest in 1400 and began
preaching at Bethlehem Chapel in the
common language, which was Czech.

His preaching was popular, especially
among the nobility. Hus could have
lived out his life as a professor and
favored preacher in Prague, but that
life would have gone against God’s
truth found in the Scriptures. Hus’
ideas were greatly influenced by the
writings of John Wycliffe, an English
scholar and theologian of the 14th
century, whose teachings stressed the
sole authority of Scripture. Hus took a
stand opposing the many abuses he
saw in the Roman Catholic Church,

such as simony (the act of selling church offices or roles), the
sale of indulgences (granting remission of sins in purgatory for a
price) and pilgrimages to view relics. Hus’ stance created many
enemies amid his fellow clergy, and he soon became embroiled
in a political controversy in the church.

In December 1409, Pope Alexander V issued a papal bull
ordering the suppression of Wycliffe’s writings and forbidding
preaching in chapels. Hus refused to stop preaching to his
parishioners and was excommunicated and later forced to leave
Prague in 1412. He spent much of his time in exile writing and
translating the Bible into the Bohemian language. The time of
Hus’ exile was brought to an end by the Council of Constance.
A decision about the supposed heresy of Hus in following
Woycliffe was to be made by this council. Despite being granted
safe passage to Constance, Hus left Bohemia for the first time in
his life expecting he could be going to his death.

After a month in Constance, Hus was imprisoned on Nov. 28.
He appeared before the Council at Constance several times,
unwilling to recant and unable to fully defend his stance. The
final hearing was on June 8, 1415. On July 6, 1415, Hus was
sentenced to death as a heretic and turned over to the secular
authorities to be burned at the stake. Following his death, his
ashes were thrown into the Rhine.

Hus sparked reform in his homeland of Bohemia 100 years
before Martin Luther did the same in Germany. His convictions
centered on following God’s truth, which was found only in the
Scriptures — an idea that influenced Luther. Many parallels are
evident in the lives of Hus and Luther. They were both from
poor, peasant families; bold preachers of the Gospel; and
popular with members of the nobility. Both condemned the
immorality of the clergy and the corrupt practices in the church,
and each one worked on translating the Bible into the common
language of his homeland while in exile. Most of all, however,
both Hus and Luther inspired reform movements that could not
be stopped.
